49. When a group of people settles in a new land yet maintain their citizenship of the original country. The original country governs the colony. (Ex: The Spanish Empire colonized and controlled the Philippines until the 20th century. One reason for European colonization was to spread Christianity)  

50. An overthrow of an established government or political system by the people governed. A sudden change often associated with violence. (Ex: In 1776 in the American Revolutionary War, the people of the US won their freedom from the British Empire.)
