SECTION 3: Population Distribution
SS6G10 The student will explain the impact of location, climate, natural resources, and population distribution on Europe.  

1. Population density is the number of people in a square kilometer of land. While Russia has a higher total population than the UK, the UK has more people living in a given area than Russia. 
2. Natural Resources are things that people can use that come from nature such as air, water, coal, minerals, oil, solar energy, and wind energy. 

3. The location of a country affects its climate because the closer it is to the equator, the warmer it will be. Russia is very cold in, especially in the Siberia area, because it is partly located in the Arctic Circle. 

4. Russia has a continental climate because the bulk of the land is about 250 miles from the sea. This results in long, cold winters and moderate precipitation.

5. Russia cannot make full use of their natural resources because of their cold climate. In parts Russia, the ground is frozen year-round and they cannot access some of the minerals they have. 
6. The Ural mountains influence Russia climate because they block the warmer air masses from coming in, maintaining the cold continental climate.

7. Because Russia cannot access its natural resources, it does not have as much of value to trade with other countries. Different areas have different natural resources, and the majority of nation’s economic development comes from selling those resources. Also, Russia cannot trade their natural resources for things they need from other countries because they cannot access their resources, and they would have to use money to pay for natural resources from other countries.
