-- got a navy together in Russia, took the port of Azov from the Ottoman Empire, moved the capital of Russia to St. Petersburg because that is much closer to the other European nations than Moscow (he wanted to make Russia more like the other countries in Europe), changed the Russian calendar to a Julian calendar, restructured the military, designed new shipping canals that increased trade with other countries.
